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FBCCI Drives Private Sector Engagement in National Disaster Resilience

Bangladesh is a country frequently battered by cyclones, floods, and other natural and manmade
hazards; economic resilience is a top priority. Rising to this challenge, the Federation of Bangla-
desh Chambers of Commerce and Industry (FBCCI) Safety Council has launched a pioneering
initiative: the Private Sector Emergency Response Team (PERT)—a landmark effort to embed
private-sector engagement into national disaster preparedness and response.

Established in close coordination with chambers of commerce across the country, particularly in
the most hazard-prone districts such as Bagerhat, Cox’s Bazar, and Kurigram, PERT comprises 128
trained volunteers—99 men and 29 women—who are young entrepreneurs or nominated repre-
sentatives from local businesses. These individuals not only reflect the energy and leadership of
the private sector but also a shared commitment to community welfare and national resilience.

At the heart of this initiative lies a dedi-
cated PERT Management Guideline,
developed by the FBCCI Safety Council
and aligned with the “National Volunteer
Policy 2023". The guideline outlines clear
standards for selection, training, and
engagement, ensuring that members
are chosen for their leadership potential
and commitment to service. Training
modules include emergency response,
search and rescue, first aid, and crisis
communication. When disaster strikes, PERT members are mobilized quickly and in coordination with
local government authorities to provide immediate, on-the-ground support.

At the heart of this initiative lies a dedicated PERT Management Guideline, developed by the
FBCCI Safety Council and aligned with the “National Volunteer Policy 2023". The guideline
outlines clear standards for selection, training, and engagement, ensuring that members are
chosen for their leadership potential and commitment to service. Training modules include
emergency response, search and rescue, first aid, and crisis communication. When disaster
provide immediate, on-the-ground support.
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PERT members are more than volunteers—they're trained first responders who help keep com-
munities and businesses functioning during emergencies. This initiative strengthens not only
disaster response capacity but also investor confidence and long-term economic stability.

By minimizing economic disruption and facilitating faster recovery, PERT helps safeguard
purchasing power, stabilize markets, and ensure business continuity—key components of resil-
ience in disaster-prone regions.

To ensure effective coordination, each volunteer’s information is securely stored on the FBCCI
Safety Council website and shared with district administrations, local Fire Service & Civil Defence,
DRRO, and concerned district chamber of commerce and industry. Volunteers are equipped with
ID cards, PPE kits, high-visibility vests, and light search & rescue tools, enabling them to integrate
smoothly with official emergency responders.

The Safety Council of FBCCI plans to prepare an additional 120 volunteers (PERT) by 2025, focus-
ing on vulnerability and industry cluster zones to strengthen localized response capacity. As the
PERT network expands, the private sector’s role in disaster resilience will grow more prominent,
reducing losses, speeding recovery, and promoting a safer environment for investment.

PERT is more than a team; it is a symbol of an aware, responsible, and committed business com-
munity. Under FBCCl's leadership, it stands as a model of strong private-sector partnership in
Bangladesh’s national disaster-management framework.
